E.Y.E. on the Senior Recognition Dinner 

The weekend included an opening worship with music provided by the new youth praise 
band.  Music was also provided by Blake Thornell and singing partner Shanna Hart 
Schrimpshire.  In the historic sanctuary during the service there were 600 crosses dis-
played made from pop sickle sticks.  That number represents the number of children 
worldwide who die from hunger every 30 minutes.  It is estimated that each hour 1200 
children die from hunger, which equates to 29,000 daily.  After the worship service, 
they gathered in the youth room to watch the movie “Amazing Grace.”  It told the story 
of the abolition of slavery in Britain. It was a very interesting movie.  We played a lot of 
basketball and video games.   The youth ate their last meal on Friday April 25th around 
noon and then ate their next meal on Saturday at about 6:30pm.  The meal was preceded 
by communion.  The communion bread was made by Faith Carol Marshall, Samantha 
Porter, and Travis Walker Friday night.  It was formed into pita shapes on Saturday by 
each of the youth present and then baked.  We also 
collected food in the Abington Ridge neighborhood 
for a couple of hours on Saturday which ended with 
the infamous van fire on the hill on Arno Road.   All 
of the food was destroyed in the fire but the congrega-
tion made up for that and more the following Sunday.  
Also the article in the Tennessean following the fam-
ine informed other churches in the area about the 
weekend and the fire.  This lead to Green’s Chapel 
donating the food leftover from Tornado Relief collec-
tion they had performed to Graceworks in honor of the Epworth youth group.  We are 
very fortunate and grateful that only the van was damaged in the fire.  You can see pic-
tures from the weekend and a video at www.epworth-umc.com/youthsite.htm.
